A pathway is only useful if the starting footprint is credible enough to plan against.

 Begin with Scope 1 and 2, then add a practical Scope 3 view rather than ignoring valu

e-chain emissions.

Model reductions

Test energy efficiency, renewable energy, fleet and travel changes, supplier improveme

nts, and target year timing. Look at residual emissions separately from reductions.

Use in client work

Use pathway outputs to frame options and budget scale, then validate targets and claim

s through the appropriate standard or assurance process.
