A credible offset plan usually combines avoidance, reduction-linked impact, and durabl

e removals. The right mix depends on claim type, buyer expectations, budget, geography

, and risk tolerance.

Quality checks

Review registry, vintage, additionality, permanence, leakage, monitoring, delivery ris

k, and co-benefits. Avoid presenting a blended portfolio as net zero unless the underl

ying claim is supportable.
